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Farm is on a main  sealed road 3 klms  Lockington  providing bank, doctor, supermarket,shopping all 
sporting and education to primary level.  Daily buses to Melbourne and Bendigo  and rail connections .  
School buses to a range of high schools in Rochester and Echuca pass the gate. Lockington is 25 minutes 
from Echuca on the Murray River which enjoys 1 ½ m visitors per year and 15 minutes from Rochester the 
heart of dairy manufacturing. The district of Lockington has tremendous community spirit , welcomes 
everyone into a safe variety of social , sporting and family activities. 
 
Soil types are of the best sandy loams in the heart of an irrigated district, with a wide range of closely settled 
farming enterprises. 
The 60 acre lasered irrigated farm has 11 paddocks, central laneways, is well treed, has 2 x 5meg. fresh 
water dams, 20 meg. high security water and a 120litre/minute gravity pipe supply from channel.  Extra low 
security water can be purchased to meet all requirements during any season. 
Farm shedding consists of 80 tonne hay shed, steel workshop  45 x 30ft concrete floor 3 ph.power suited to 
separate business, steel workshop  40 x 25 concrete floor, 3ph  
power, machinery shed 55 x 20, disused dairy, steel cattle yards with crush and scales. 
 
The 1890’s homestead is the original district  home,it is a lovely gracious home that has undergone tasteful 
rejuvenation  and features 4 double bedrooms, , 2 bathrooms, polished floors, leadlighted windows, new 
kitchen, 3 split systems, OFplace, combustion heater, 2 living areas, new verandahs all round, 35 squares 
under roof.   All set in beautiful garden setting. 
 
An intensive piggery provides major income as a 350 sow breeder unit, producing approx. 160 x 25kg 
weaners per week.  Comprising 2000sq.m. shedding with roll up blinds, incuding a dry sow shed, 60  new 
farrowing  crate heated shed, weaner shed and grower shed – all facilities in excellent order.  Effluent is 
separated into solids and liquid providing  manure value added  to a commercial worm farm selling bulk 
worms, bait and worm castings , and liquid dispersed via pump to 3 inch underground line and travelling 
irrigator. 
Leased breeding stock arrive to a separate quarantine shed from PIC providing the highest health status and 
best genes with the 1300 to 1500 suckers and weaners owned by the farm. 
Generally 2 ½  labour units are required to  run the piggery with existing excellent staff available. 
The worm farm has been built up over 20 years, has regular clients and income with all efforts rewarded 
well financially. 
 
Past years have generated substantial income from up to 500 grain fed steers per annum with an excellent 
system of buying and selling in place.  Grain mix is purchased while sufficient hay and silage is grown on 
farm. 
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
