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INTRODUCTION 

 

This is a highly improved property totalling 50.18 hectares (123.94 acres), 
approximately thirty five  kilometres south of the centre of Melbourne having all 
facilities available. 
 
The property is spread over three parcels of land containing 16.28 hectares, 
16.89 hectares and 17.01 hectares is a relatively new, highly developed racehorse 
establishment known as Ȭ2ÉÖÅÒÅÎÄ 0ÁÒËȭ in Bangholme, close by to Patterson 
Lakes and Chelsea. 
 
It is extensively improved with a superior quality 110 boØȟ ÓÔÅÅÌ Ȭ#ÏÌÏÒÂÏÎÄȭ ÃÌÁÄ 
stable complex and associated racehorse training facilities. 
 
The property also includes first class fencing with numerous electrified timber 
railing horse paddocks, all with loose boxes and automatic water supply. An 
outstanding sprinkled and flood lit race track extends around the property. 
 
One of the major improvements of the property is that the soil level has been 
greatly raised by extensive filling, drainage and earthworks. Together with 
extensive tree planting, Riverend Park is now a first class property.

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LOCATION 

The property is situated in a unique suburban fringe, semi-rural area, known as 
Bangholme on the eastern side of the Mornington Peninsula Freeway, 
approximately thirty -five kilometres south of the centre of Melbourne. 
 
Surrounding properties are predominantly various type rural holdings and 
farmlets. Riverend Road extends to the National Water Sports Centre at Patterson 
River with St. Leonards College almost diagonally opposite. The Chelsea Retail 
shopping centre is within three kilometers where there is a Railway Station with 
local bus services close by. 
 
State and denominational Schools are situated nearby in Chelsea, together with 
various recreational facilities including pristine swimming beaches on Port 
Phillip Bay. The new Eastlink tollway is relatively close and provides quick and 
efficient road access to and across Melbourne. 
 
Bangholme is situated in the Greater City of Dandenong. The Council is currently 
undertaking some of the biggest projects in the City's history.

Title Particulars  
 
The property consists of 3 titles in the Parish of Lyndhurst described as: Fol. 596, 
Fol 634, Fol.691 
 
Site and Dimensions 
 
1. Folio 596, 16.28 ha:  
This property contains an approximate area of 16.28 hectares. The land is almost 
rectangular in shape, being south-east of the intersection to Thames Promenade. 
It has a frontage of 211.04 metres to the north-east side of Riverend Road, north-
west side boundary of 462.57 metres + 16.07 metres + 259.27 metres, south-east 
side boundary of 796.4 metres and a rear boundary of 238.04 metres. 
 
2. Folio 634  and Folio 377  totalling  16.89 ha: 
Adjoining on the south-east side of the previous mentioned Title, these two Titles 
contain the one parcel of land of about 16.89 hectares. It has a frontage of 207.27 
metres to the north -east side of Riverend Road, north-west side boundary of 
796.4 metres, south-east side boundary of 892.8 metres and a rear boundary of 
223.03 metres. 
 
3. Folio 691, 17.01 ha:  
Attached on the south-east side of the abovementioned property which is in two 
Titles, is an additional Title allotment having an approximate area of 17.01 
hectares. It has a frontage of 205.76 metres to the north-east side of Riverend 
Road, north-west side boundary of  852.8 metres, south-east side boundary of 
905.3 metres and a rear boundary of 210.62 metres. 
 
Topography  
The land itself is basically level but has undergone extensive site filling works 
raising and levelling the land for a racehorse training and stud breeding 
establishment. There is also a large lake on Folio 691.This is filled via sub surface 
agricultural drainage systems which have been installed across the property.

At the entrance to the property along the north-west side are five first class racehorse stable 
ÂÕÉÌÄÉÎÇÓ ÏÆ ÍÁÉÎÌÙ ÓÔÅÅÌ Ȭ#ÏÌÏÒÂÏÎÄȭ ÃÏÎÓÔÒÕÃÔÉÏÎȟ ×ÉÔÈ concrete flooring. These buildings each 
of around 600m2 generally include twenty-two lined loose boxes, wide central breezeway, two 
feed rooms, office, kitchen and amenities toilet block. There is an adjacent horse wash shower 
with three partitioned stalls  and sand rolls. The buildings generally have attached wire mesh 
yards to all boxes. 

 
 
 
Residence 2 
On the south-east side of the entrance driveway is a relatively new, quality single storey brick

At the front of the property, there is a wide asphalt paved driveway and large car 
park area that extends to the residence and stable complex. There are also three 
automatic horse walking machines, an as new office and deck grandstand area 
overlooking the actual horse training track. There are extensive horse day yards.

Main Residence 
A substantial two storey brick veneer residence with shingle tile roof has just been 
completed. The home has a concrete slab ground floor, timber upper floor, extensive 
glazed windows and internal plasterboard walls and ceilings. It includes a passenger 
lift with the home having an approximate area of 650m2 excluding wide timber 
balcony and verandah areas. Accommodation provided on the lower level is front 
porch, entry, gallery, living room, dining area, kitchen with pantry room, meals area, 
billiards room with bar area, home theatre, master bedroom with en-suite bathroom 
and dressing room, second bedroom, powder room, laundry, store room and service 
area. The upper floor reached via a passenger lift and internal staircase comprises a 
living room, gallery passage, two bedrooms each with en-suite bathrooms and 
dressing rooms. A covered balcony terrace area of approximately 58m2 extends 
across the home overlooking the lake.
